Biography
In the fall of 2003, 15 strangers met in a basement in Seattle in response to an ad welcoming all instruments for experimenting with walls of noise.  Over a period of weeks, a chaos developed into a pattern that became a five-piece of three guitars, a Rhodes, and drums known as Joy Wants Eternity, their idea being to express their wordless compositions with equal parts of subtle and explosive moments.  They quickly brought their music to live performance, setting the scene with accompanying video projects and other media.  

  In the summer of 2004, Joy Wants Eternity recorded their first EP, "Must You Smash Your Ears Before You Learn To Listen With Your Eyes", a 5 song journey of emotion and sound reminiscent of their post-rock godfathers (Mono, Explosions In The Sky, Mogwai).  The band took the EP on a short west coast tour, but it was not officially released until the spring of 2005.  The release brought a flurry of local press and an invite from KEXP DJ John Richards for an in-studio performance on the station’s local program Audioasis.  It was during that visit that the band met Andrew Boyd, an engineering intern who offered them free studio time in exchange for the opportunity to record them.  Over the next 6 months the groundwork was laid for the band’s first LP, "You Who Pretend To Sleep".

Much to their surprise, word about "Must You Smash Your Ears..." continued to spread well into 2006, reaching fans as far away as Norway and Japan.  The band also received nominations for “Best New Artist” from the Seattle Weekly, and “Best Local Band (Unsigned)” from NW Source, and even lost in a showdown with Tortoise in the www.decoymusic.com “Post-Rock Madness” Tournament.  Having finished production on their first full length album, "You Who Pretend To Sleep" (due in Early 2007), Joy Wants Eternity plan to return next year to claim the prize.
